Continue over the FDR Memorial Bridge into Canada. 
Once on the Canadian side the road turns into Route 774. 
About two miles up the road, it forks. Stay to the right on Route 774.

**You will see a restaurant on the left.  Go there for breakfast. You will probably pass it.  Turn around!  (To help you find it, there is a souvenir shop in the same parking lot. )  It is very inexpensive and good.**

Stay on Route 774 for about 7 miles into Head Harbour, until you reach a dirt road and a parking area for the Head Harbour Lighthouse (aka EastQuoddy Light). (10 miles - :15 - lunch in NB or Lubec - arrive at 10:15 am)

The outcropping on which Head Harbour Light stands becomes an island at high tide. From about an hour before to an hour after low tide, access is possible via a series of stairs and ladders. Visitors should take care to note the tide situation in order to avoid being stranded at the station for hours.

Cross the NH border

From Route 1 in downtown Portsmouth take Route 1A SOUTH. 
Follow Route 1A south until you get to Route 1B on your left. The road is called Wentworth Road. 
Take Route 1B/Wentworth Rd. appx. 2.3 miles. The road will go sharply to the left. There should be signs for Fort Constitution and the Coast Guard base. 
Also, about 1/2 mile before the fort on the right should be a sign for New Castle Island Park.  (just look for the metal fence on the right with a nondescript sign…)  You can go there to view Portsmouth Harbor Light as well as Whaleback Light. (15 miles - :30 minutes)
(These are the ugliest two of the trip, but the only ones in New Hampshire…)
I-95 South 38 miles to US-1
US-1 South 14 miles to I-93 South/Airport
